X. New Business

a. Courtesy phone call when approached by client in treatment with fellow member/colleague
i. Chris: recommends having a conversation rather than an email when a client wants to switch providers
ii. Andy: real assessment between therapists as to which therapists’ program might be best for the client.
iii. Michelle: 1st group of each year everyone reviews their program and must sign off on understanding current treatment plan, they sign the updated release of information.
iv. Drew: inmates are concerned that there is poor continuation of care between inmate status and community providers
v. Karen: if a document came from the prison about the risks, and treatment needs when the re-enter community

b. Certificate of Rehabilitation are not in use at this time

c. Opinions on social media and our clients
i. Facebook rules state that if you have a conviction of a sexual offense, you can’t be on Face
ii. Book or if you’re a registered offender 

d. Tracy brought up polygraph issue and that Montana law disallows polygraphs use in courts
e. Chris polygraphs can be used in treatment for compliance.
